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A DIRECTED IGNATIAN EIGHT DAY RETREAT 

For about thirty years now, I have made an annual retreat at Eastern Point Retreat House in Gloucester, MA.  As 
of this Tuesday, I will be driving to Gloucester along with my sister Jean and Sister Rosemary Sherman (Bishop 
Matthew Clark will also be on this retreat.)  Even though we know each other, the retreat will be experienced in 
silence, even at meal times.  A directed retreat fosters an atmosphere of silence, not as a penance, but as a 
means for listening to the Holy Spirit and getting to know Jesus while getting to know yourself.  In the busyness 
of life, I can easily be distracted and not hear the voice of God.  The purpose of retreat is to deepen your 
relationship with God and come to know Jesus as friend and Savior. 

The exception to the rule of silence is you meet with your spiritual director each day and share a slice of your 
faith journey.   One of the principles of Ignatian spirituality is Ǫnding God in all things.  There is no part of my 
life experience or your life experience that is apart from God.   In spiritual direction, I seek to be more aware of 
the abiding presence of God in the hills and the valleys of my life story. 

One­s purpose in going on retreat is that God wants your attention.  Everyone else can wait.  Yes, this is easier 
said than done.  There are many demands on the lives of each one of us.  But our relationship with God demands 
our focus.  Our friendship with Jesus needs to be strengthened by conversation (prayer).  May we value a time 
of retreat during the course of the year.  If we are too busy to pray, we are too busy ± wisdom from my mother. 

It goes without saying that the daily celebration of the Eucharist is a most signiǪcant dimension of the retreat 
experience.  The celebration of the Sacrament of Reconciliation will also be a valued part of my retreat 
experience.    As a sinner, I cannot grow in my spiritual journey without knowing again and again the merciful 
love of Jesus in the Sacrament of Reconciliation. 

As you know, the Church enjoys a variety of beautiful and eǨective pathways to God.  One pathway to God is 
the SPIRITUAL EXERCISES developed by St. Ignatius of Loyola, the founder of the Jesuits.  His journey began 
during his recovery from a battle injury.  His usual pleasures and distractions were unavailable; and so, he 
turned to spiritual reading and a desire to live life as a humble pilgrim.  Ignatius came to a realization that God 
was present and active in all of creation, including within his own soul.  God was not a judging God so much as a 
helping God. 

Ignatius used his own life as the subject of his prayer.  Years later he and his companions would found the 
Society of Jesus to be of help to people in their journey of prayer and in their educational formation. 

As I enter into retreat from September 5th till the 13th, be assured of my prayer, and I ask for your prayer that I 
will faithfully listen to the voice of God.
